Cardinia Shire has the highest proportion of children aged 5-14 with a disability compared to City of Casey, City of Greater Dandenong and Victoria. 

In 2012 the Australia Bureau of Statistics undertook more comprehensive research for Cardinia Shire and found an estimated 13,300 or 16. 6 % of residents reported a disability
. 
Projections for increase in need for assistance:

According to the Department of Planning and Community Development the total number of people with core need for assistance is projected to grow by 63% from 2,841 in 2011 to 4,640 in 2021. 
This will represent 4.05% of the projected population for 2021, a slight increase from current proportions. 

Disability Services in Cardinia Shire:
· Two disability service providers; Outlook and Scope. 
· Three facilities with disability access; Toomah Community Centre, Pakenham Hall and Cardinia Life. 

· One special school in Officer. 

· No service providers for preschool, Primary or Secondary aged children.
