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Provide new reserve entry 
off Fourteen Mile Road to 
reduce traffic on Beswick 
Street and create new 
passive space to north of 
oval.

Create new passive community 
space, integrating skate park, 
upgraded playground, seating 
and barbeque / picnic area.

Untertake a review of the skate park as part of 
Council’s Skate and BMX Strategy and investigate 
opportunities to improve the surrounding area. 

Overflow training area - 
provide lighting to enable 
space to be used as 
multi-use training field, 
reducing pressure on main 
oval.

Provide accessible toilets 
to netball pavilion as part 
of asset renewal program.
Consider options to 
improve spectator areas in 
the north and west side of 
the netball courts.

Designated ‘Dog off 
leash’ area. Provide 
signage and seating 
along perimetre path. 

Existing fence and gate 
to remain in place.

Consider options for a 
shelter with seating 
adjacent to tennis

Future outdoor exercise 
equipment.
